Business and Personal Calls During TDY Travel Made on Your Personal Cell Phone Policy


This memorandum serves as official notification to the union that management is withdrawing its Article 5 notification dated December 7, 2005, and management’s proposed policy on Business and Personal Calls During TDY Travel Made on Your Personal Cell Phone. 

 National level negotiations occurred the week of September 12-15, 2006, at HUD Headquarters, ending in mediation on September 15, 2006.  Management and the union could not reach agreement on one (1) critical issue that would require employees to submit a copy of their redacted cell phone bill, which would provide management the documentation to support the employee’s claim(s) for business and personal calls during TDY travel made on their personal cell phone.  This information is crucial for management to implement its policy.  Subsequently, management has no choice but to withdraw its proposed cell phone policy.  

Management and the union agreed to hold this matter in abeyance until the union’s Executive Board met on October 5, 2006, to make a decision to file with FSIP or accept management’s last offer.  On October 6, 2006, the union filed a request for assistance with FSIP. It is management’s position that the matter before FSIP is a moot issue.
