Office of Field Policy Management (FPM) – buyouts

In accordance with Article 5, Section 5.02 of the HUD/AFGE Agreement this memorandum serves as notification to the union of management’s intent to offer voluntary separation incentive payments (or buyouts) in FPM.  HUD has requested approval from the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) to offer 140 buyouts with a window period of February 7, 2005, through March 31, 2005.  Management anticipates that OPM will grant HUD buyout authority.
FPM’s critical mission is to provide local ‘front office’ leadership in every HUD regional

and field office, with responsibility for managing HUD external relationships (e.g., interagency, intergovernmental, among client groups) and for on-site coordination to ensure effective program delivery in every local jurisdiction.  The workload associated with this mission, by definition, cannot be shifted between locations.

The buyouts will assist HUD in balancing its staffing levels in FPM.  FPM’s FTE ceiling has been reduced more than once in the last two years.  As a result, FPM is now over ceiling:  497 FTE onboard versus a FY 2005 FTE ceiling of 488.  Approximately 75% of the targeted buyout positions are non-supervisory, “incumbent-only” positions at GS-14 and GS-15.  A list of the targeted positions will be provided to the union as soon as OPM approval is obtained.


Please submit any bargaining proposals you may have relating to the proposed buyout within ten (10) calendar days after receipt of this memorandum.
