Changes to Handbook 2400.25, Rev.1 

In accordance with Article 5, Section 5.02, of the HUD/AFGE Agreement, attached is a copy of the proposed changes to HUD’s Information Technology Security policy.  The Office of Information Technology Security has developed an update to the HUD Information Technology (IT) Security Policy.  This revision incorporates previously published HUD information security policy and guidelines, as well as new regulatory and legislative requirements that have become effective since the policy was last published in 1999.  The purpose of updating the Handbook is to permit HUD to comply with the requirements of the Federal Information Security Management Act (FISMA), which establishes specific requirements for minimum controls for all federal IT systems including those operated and used by HUD.  The controls and requirements specified in the new Handbook are more detailed than those identified in the previous version of Handbook 2400.24, and are regulatory in nature in that federal law mandates the implementation. Since the proposed policy addresses the same basic requirements of Handbook 2400.24 that was negotiated in 1999, the updated policy constitutes no impact on bargaining employees.
